Rescue me, please, from the hand of my brother, from the hand of Eisav.
(32:12)

Yaakov was on the road travelling when he received the message that
his brother Eisav was heading towards him with 400 men. A frightened
Yaakov prays to God, "Rescue me, please, from the hand of my brother,
from the hand of Eisav." Why did Yaakov repeat himself in describing
Eisav? He should have said, "Rescue me from Eisav," or "Rescue me from
my brother." What was the purpose of using both terms?

Yaakov's fear was two-pronged. He was afraid that "Eisav" would act
with enmity and threaten his physical survival. He also feared the spir-
itual danger of greeting Eisav as his brother. He feared that Eisav would
have a negative influence on his family if they ended up making peace.
He therefore prayed to God to save him from both outcomes.

Remarkably, Yaakov prayed for his spiritual well-being before he prayed
to be saved from physical danger! He was more concerned over the neg-
ative influence that Eisav may have on him than he was concerned for
his life!(1)

By nature, people adapt their behavior to their surroundings; they begin
to think and act like their neighbors. Hence, it is imperative that one
keeps distance from evil people, while befriending righteous people and

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Parsha In a Nutshell

Jacob returns to the Holy Land
after a 20-year stay in Charan,
and sends angel-emissaries

to Esau in hope of a reconcilia-
tion, but his messengers report
that his brother is on the war-
path with 400 armed

men. Jacob prepares

for war, prays, and sends Esau a
large gift (consisting of hundreds
of heads of livestock) to appease
him.

That night, Jacob ferries his fami-
ly and possessions across the
Jabbok River; he, however, re-
mains behind and encounters the
angel that embodies the spirit of
Esau, with whom he wrestles
until daybreak. Jacob suffers a
dislocated hip but vanquishes
the supernal creature, who be-
stows on him the name Israel,
which means “he who prevails
over the divine.”

Jacob and Esau meet, embrace
and Kiss, but part ways. Jacob
purchases a plot of land

near Shechem, whose crown
prince—also called Shechem—
abducts and rapes Jacob’s daugh-
ter Dinah. Dinah'’s broth-

ers Simeon and Levi avenge the
deed by Kkilling all male inhabit-
ants of the city, after rendering
them vulnerable by convincing
them to circumcise themselves.
Jacob journeys on. Rachel dies
while giving birth to her second
son, Benjamin, and is buried in a
roadside grave near Bethle-
hem. Reuben loses the birthright
because he interferes with his
father’s marital life. Jacob arrives
in Hebron, to his father Isaac,
who later dies at age 180.
(Rebecca has passed away before
Jacob’s arrival.)

Our Parshah concludes with a
detailed account of Esau’s wives,
children and grandchildren; the
family histories of the people

of Seir, among whom Esau set-
tled; and a list of the eight

kings who ruled Edom, the land
of Esau’s and Seir’s descendants.

Continued Avraham represented gemillus chassadim (kind acts) and Yitzchak
represented avodah (service of God through prayer and offerings).Gemillus
chassadim and avodah are two of the three pillars on which the world
stands,(1) but the third pillar, Torah, which Yaakov represented, is the most
crucial one for the Jewish nation's success in carrying out its mission on
earth. The Satan was aware of this, and therefore only attacked Yaakov. He
knew the most effective way to harm the Jewish people would be to deter
them from learning Torah.(2)

A person may feel that he is not cut out for learning, and would rather

do anything but learn. He would rather do acts of kindness all day than sit
down and learn. Furthermore, when one finally 'sits down' to learn he sud-
denly remembers everything that he has to take care of, and he has to take
care of it NOW. This is the Satan's approach - he is doing everything he can
to prevent you from learning! The evil inclination doesn't mind if a Jew
fasts, prays, and gives charity all day long, provided that he does not learn
Torah. This is because the Torah is what gives us the energy to help us over-
come our instincts and climb the spiritual ladder towards perfection.
